Re: Application 1605110
Lindbergh Substation 969S and 144 kV Transmission Line 7LA53
Minor Route and Site Amendments

Since the original submission of the above-referenced application on May 22, 2009, ATCO
Electric has obtained further feedback from certain landowners, resulting in some minor
amendments for the proposed site, route and alternative route. Details are as follows.

1. Re-alignment of Segment N6-N7 in NE 1-58-7-W4M

ATCO received further feedback from Mr. D. Pilisko, the landowner of NE 1-58-7-W4M,

requesting that the alignment along his property be adjusted in order to retain shelterbelt trees

in the southwest part of the property. A satisfactory alignment was determined following
further site examinations and meetings, with a segment of line being re-aligned further north

onto Mr. Pilisko's property. The originally-proposed alignment followed the quarter line south
for 800 m along the entire west side of the quarter (hode NC5 to N6) then followed the quarter
line east for about 500 m along the south side of the quarter (N6 to N7). The proposed
alignment now follows the quarter line south for 400 m from NC5 to N5A, then turns southeast
to go cross country for about 600 m to rejoin the original alignment at N7. The Proposed
Route Mosaic west sheet is amended and submitted as Attachment 6, Drawing RS-7LA53-A-
08a-R1, to replace the original drawing A-08a.

The Right-of-Way Cross-Section Drawings are amended and submitted as Attachment 7,
drawings RS-7LA53-A-09a-R1 and A-09b-R1, to reflect: the elimination of segment N6-N7
(Cross-Section A); the termination of the north-south quarter-line alignment (NC5-N6) at
N5A rather than at N6 (Cross-Section C); and the start of the cross-country alignment
(N7-N8) at N5A rather than N7 (Cross-Section D).

The amended alignment is approximately 300 m shorter than the originally-proposed
alignment, with the overall project route line length reduced to approximately 27.7 km from
28.0 km. The re-alignment involves no changes to the standard design or physical
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appearance of the transmission line, no significant adverse environmental impacts, and no
significant change in capital costs for the Lindbergh project.

2. Withdrawal of Proposed Alternative Route (C25-C27-C29)

Following further consultation with Mr. A. Opanavicius who owns property along the Proposed
Route and the Proposed Alternative Route (as described in the application text),

Mr. Opanavicius has confirmed a strenuous objection to the Proposed Alternative Route, and
has provided correspondence to ATCO confirming no objection to the Proposed Route.
ATCO prefers the Proposed Route based on the analysis of factors provided in the application
text, and furthermore considers it the route that best maintains harmonious relations with
landowners and existing land uses. Therefore, ATCO is retaining the Proposed Route (C25-
N26-N27-N29-S29), and is amending the application by withdrawing the Proposed Alternative
Route and re-defining it as a rejected route. The Proposed Route Mosaic east sheet is
amended and submitted as Attachment 6, Drawing RS-7LA53-A-08b-R1, to replace the
original drawing A-08b.

3. Adjustment of Lindbergh Substation (SW 7-58-4-W4M)

ATCO is making a minor adjustment to the Lindbergh substation to better fit the Lindbergh
pump station layout. The substation fenced area is adjusted to approximately 48 by 33 m
(previously 45 by 35 m), and is shifted a few metres north at the request of Inter Pipeline
Fund, to better connect with IPF's 4160 V facilities. The Lindbergh substation Proposed Site
Plan is amended and submitted as Attachment 5, Drawing RS-7LA53-A-04-R1, to replace
the original drawing A-04.

Except for the aforementioned minor amendments, the proposed transmission facilities remain
the same as originally described in the application text.
